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ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION

VIRGINIA NONSTOCK CORPORATION

The undersigned, pursuant to Chapter 10 of Title 13.1 of the Code of Virginia, states as
follows:

The name of the corporation is Women in Federal Law Enforcement, Inc.

The corporation shall have four classes of members, namely, regular members,
associate members, supporting members, and sustaining members. The
qualifications and rights (including voting rights) of the members of each such class
shall be set forth in the bylaws of the corporation.

Initially, the board of directors of the corporation shall consist of one director. The
number of directors may be increased or decreased from time to time by amendment
to the bylaws of the corporation. The directors of the corporation shall be appointed
by the board of directors.

A. The name of the corporation’s initial registered agent is Margaret M. Moore.

B. The initial registered agent is an individual who is a resident of Virginia and an
initial director of the corporation.

A. The corporation’s initial registered office address which is the address of the
initial registered agent is: 316 South Fayette Street, Alexandria, Virginia
22314.

B. The registered office is physically located in the City of Alexandria.

Purpose. The purposes for which the corporation is organized and operated are to
engage exclusively in such business and educational non-profit activities as may
qualify it for exemption from federal income tax under Section 501(c)(6) of the
Internal Revenue Code of 1954 (hereinafter referred to as the “Code”) and to
organize and operate a scholarship fund exclusively for educational purposes that
qualifies for exemption from federal income tax under Section 501(c)(3) of the Code
(or the corresponding provision of any future federal income tax law).

Without restricting the generality of the foregoing, the purposes for which this
corporation is organized are, inter alia, to identify barriers to the hiring, promotion,
and equitable treatment of women in Federal law enforcement and recommend
solutions to these problems; to encourage recruitment of women into Federal law
enforcement positions by identifying and encouraging the utilization of recruitment
sources; and to monitor the progress of Federal agencies in the hiring of women into
law enforcement positions and law enforcement support positions and advancing






women into management level positions in such agencies.

Prohibited Activities. No part of the net earnings of the corporation shall inure to
the benefit of or be distributable to its members, directors, officers or other private
persons, except that the corporation shall have the authority to pay reasonable
compensation for services actually rendered to or for the corporation. Except to the
extent permitted by Sections (c)(6), and (h) of the Code, no substantial part of

the activities of the corporation shall consist of carrying on propaganda, or
otherwise attempting to influence legislation, and the corporation shall not
participate in, or intervene in (including the publication or distribution of statements),
any political campaign on behalf of or in opposition to any candidate for public office.
Notwithstanding any other provision of these Articles of Incorporation or the Virginia
Code governing or pertaining to the corporation or the bylaws of the corporation, the
corporation shall not engage in or carry on any activities not permitted to be engaged
in or carried on by a corporation described in Section 501(c)(6) of the Code (or the
corresponding provision of any future federal income tax law) and exempt from
taxation under Section 501(a) of the Code (or the corresponding provision of any
future federal income tax law).
